May 26-30, 2004, Far Eastern Center for Economic Education in cooperation with the Regional Department of Education and Science conducted an educational seminar-training on JA Company Program (School Company) for 20 educators from children's homes, this seminar being funded by the charitable Children's Hope Foundation (Tomsk).

There are 33 children's homes and 46 boarding schools in Primorsky Krai. The total number of inmates is 10.5 thousand children.

This project aims to build up conditions to realize the JA Company Program in children's homes and boarding schools that will allow school students to develop critical and creative thinking, and provide them with necessary knowledge and skills that will contribute to their further professional orientation, entrepreneurial activity and social adaptation in market conditions.

Since 1995 Junior Achievement Program has reached more than 5400 school students in Primorsky Krai. School Companies are established in 10 cities and villages of Primorsky Krai: Vladivostok, Dalnegorsk, Artyom, Nakhodka, Spassk-Dalniy, Fokino, Preobrazhenye, Kamen-Ribolov, Novo-Sisoevka, Serzhantovo. School Companies from Dalnegorsk were the winners at regional School Company Fairs and prize-winners at All-Russian Fairs in Moscow. School Companies from Vladivostok and Dalnegorsk have been to France and Sweden.

The charitable Children's Hope Foundation (Tomsk) is a non-for-profit non-governmental organization. The Foundation's activity aims to improve living conditions and prospects of children who stayed without parents.
